Why do women travel solo?

On 8th July 2013, a survey was conducted among 1,000
women who were the clients of different travel agencies.
The purpose of the survey was to discover women’s reasons
of travelling alone.

The survey was conducted by means of a questionnaire.
The first part of the questionnaire dealt with the list of reasons
of why women travel solo and where they prefer travelling
to. The second section was concerned with the reasons
women give for not travelling alone and pieces of advice for
solo travellers.

From the table of data, the most significant items are as
follows. In the first section, 82% of the women surveyed
answered that they travelled alone. 65% of the women had
travelled solo to another continent, and 23 % — to another
country. Moreover, 51 % of the women had taken 2-5 solo
trips. The average length of a solo trip was between 1 and 3
weeks. The following comments can be made about the
reasons mentioned. 28% of the women feel free when
travelling solo, 17% — get sense of adventure, 15% — learn
about themselves, 13% — meet new people, 10% — do new
things, 5% — learn about new culture. Besides, among the
most preferable continents and countries for solo travelling
there were Europe, South America, India, the USA, Australia
and New Zealand.

On the other hand, in the second section, the women
surveyed marked 3 reasons for not travelling solo: safety
concerns, fear of loneliness and pressure from family. The
mostimportant pieces of advice for solo travellers mentioned
by the women were: to be fully confident in themselves, to
be ready to discover something new and to do only what
they wanted, while practical aspects (budgeting and
planning) were considered less important.

If any conclusions may be drawn from the data, they are,
perhaps, as follows. The majority of women love to travel
alone. Findings from the survey show that women balance
their desire for freedom and adventure with a healthy sense
of caution.
