V. After watching: producing messages.

Talking about feelings is not an easy thing for most
people. It is sometimes easier to show them non-verbally,
or, at the very least, compose a written message. Based on
the excerpt you have watched, you are going to imagine that
you are Theodore and “send a letter” to a person close to
you (a parent, a friend, etc.). You can either choose one of
the themes discussed (love confession, apology, gratitude)
or blend them in your message. You will start your message
with the words “Post letter to .... . Dear .... “ and finish it
with a single word “Send”. Otherwise, there is no structure
required, and you make your message
the way you want it. Speak from your
heart, genuinely expressing your
feelings and emotions to your
addressee.

Optional additional activity.

To make the experience more real,
try recording your message as if you
were really going to send it to the person.
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
