Facilitator:You are not sure whether it is necessary
to study language learning strategies or not. Your task is
to run the discussion and to come up with the solution
whether specific actions taken by the learner can enhance
the learning process, make it easier, faster, more self-
directed and more transferable to new situations.

Student 1: You are an undergraduate student try-
ing to become a better learner and English speaker.
You pay close attention when someone is speaking
English, you have no difficulty in understanding most
films, which contain a considerable degree of idiomat-
ic usage, although you feel nervous speaking in front
of the class.

Student 2: You think you are a diligent student. You
leave no stone unturned. You attempt to memorize col-
locations, idioms, phrasal verbs using language apps
(f.e. Quizzlet) but fail to establish a regular schedule or
routine for this practice.

Student 3: You are a bachelor’s degree student, who
engages with the flashcards, facilitating the effectiveness
of the memorization process through consistent and
structured sessions. You strive to discover ways to en-
hance your skills as both a learner and speaker of Eng-
lish. As part of your commitment, you meticulously or-
ganize your schedule.
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Student 4: You are a conscientious learner. You put
forth your utmost effort into studying through various
activities such as reading books and participating in
tutorials on grammar, stylistics, and lexicology, but use
your mother tongue if you forget the word in English
when you perform in the classroom.

Student 5: You are a master’s degree student. You
can understand enough to follow extended speech on
abstract and complex topics of academic and vocational
relevance, though you have difficulty in following spe-
cialized lectures and presentations employing a high de-
gree of colloquialisms, unfamiliar terminology.

Teacher 1: You are a successful foreign language
teacher. You think that effectiveness of language learn-
ing strategies involves regular and organised practice
that ensures sufficient time for refining speaking abili-
ties and help to retain vocabulary or other language el-
ements. Metacognitive skills and self-regulation enable
learners to set realistic goals,

Lecturer 2: You have achieved success as a
researcher on language learning strategies who believes
that to enhance speaking skills, learners should actively
participate in interactive language practice. Relying
solely on reading books or doing grammar exercises
may be counterproductive for effective language
development. Retrieval practice can improve the ability
to apply knowledge in new contexts.

Researcher 1: As a committed researcher on lan-
guage learning strategies you are convinced that in
language learning, a well-rounded approach is crucial for
comprehensive skill development. Listening helps with
pronunciation and comprehension, and speaking practice
enhances conversational skills. By overly depending on
a single learning strategy, the learner misses out on the
rich and varied experiences offered by a combination of
reading, listening, and speaking exercises.

KScheme of the report General introduction \

Reports are informative formal pieces of writing
we write for a person in authority (a teacher, a
supervisor, etc). They normally contain a description
of something (e.g. how well a strategy is performing)
and our suggestions, recommendations, assessment or
evaluation of the situation described. The information
in a report is presented in separate sections under
appropriate headings. A report usually starts by stating
who it is addressed to and what their position is, the
writer’s full name and his / her position, what it is about
and the date

General outline for reports

Purpose or Introduction

= State the purpose for writing the report and prepare
the reader for the information that will be included in the
main body.

Main body

= Either 2-3 paragraphs (with subheadings) — present
and assess / evaluate each aspect being considered by
the report.

Or 2-3 paragraphs (with subheadings) — present and
review the topic, highlight any problems and provide
suggestions to the issues / problems raised.

Conclusion

= restate the purpose of the report ---summarize the
key concerns / points ---include an opinion or make a
recommendation J
